Each year, Commendation Awards are made by the action of the Mayor and Common Council of the 
City of West Allis.  These awards are presented to the property owner and/or persons responsible for 
maintaining or improving the landscaping and/or buildings on a property in an attractive manner.  
These improvements encourage the neighborhood and community pride which is the best defense 
against blight and decay. 
 
SUBMIT AN ATTRACTIVE PROPERTY WHICH MEETS THE FOLLOWING GUIDELINES: 
 
Categories: The properties submitted for awards shall be considered from the following land use 

categories: 
 
 Residential  Commercial  Industrial  
 
Qualifications: The candidates will be judged for the awards based upon the following criteria: 
 1. Landscaping of grounds which set an example for the surrounding 

neighborhood. 
2. Maintenance involving a high degree of sustained care of buildings and 
grounds. 
3. Renovation of old buildings with regard for aesthetics and    compatibility with 
the neighborhood. 
4. New construction done with regard for aesthetics and compatibility with 
neighborhood. 
 

Nominations: Any citizen of the City of West Allis may nominate a property for an award.  
Nominations may be made by mail, phone or e-mail, to the City of West Allis 
Forestry Division, 6300 W. McGeoch Ave., West Allis, WI 53219, 414-302-8811, 
forestry@westalliswi.gov.  Nominations must be submitted by June 15. 

 
Judging: Members of the West Allis Beautification Committee shall be the judges.  The 

Committee shall submit its recommendations for the awards to the Mayor and the 
Common Council for their approval.
