Several committee members stated they would volunteer to work the concession stand. Volunteers are needed from 1 p.m. to approximately 5:00.p.m. Items to be sold include: soda, water, chili, hot dogs, chips and cookies. Ms. Eineichner will contact Steak House 100  to request a donation of the chili and crackers. A sign will be placed at the event thanking Steak House 100 for their donation.
